Important:  Rule Change Notification 

 This year Tom Faire is drafting a new set of sail measuring rules for presentation at the 
upcoming AGM.  The major reason for the change is, as we found out during last season, the 
manner in which sails are measured by sailmakers differs significantly from the method described 
in our class rules.  The results of the difference mean that some sails when measured by our 
Measurement Committee do not measure and we need to address this. 
 Sailmakers use a common, internationally recognized and dynamic system of measurement 
and if we can align ourselves with this we will no longer be in for surprises (and recuts) when 
measurement time comes along.  We do not propose any change that would effectively render 
existing sails unusable but if your going to order a new sail it may pay to wait until the new rules 
come into effect.  
 Remember, this is the time to volunteer your ideas about rule changes so we can 
incorporate the changes in the rule draft.   
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 This years AGM will be held in the RAYC mid 
September and notices of motion along with 
the agenda will be published in the near 
future.  Its time to consider what you would 
like for the class and to submit your ideas for 
consideration.
