Eligibility and Entry

The series is open to M-Class

3.2
Advance entries will be accepted until the normal closing date of 26 October, 2007, by completing the attached entry form accompanied by the relevant fee and mailing it to The Sailing Administrator, or by using the RAYC post box in the Clubhouse foyer.

3.3
Individual Race entries should be made on the Friday before that race, except a that a boat that is not previously entered, may do so by informing the Race Officer and starting the race. By starting a boat acknowledges that an entry fee is payable. If no entry fee is  paid before or on the day of racing no results will be published for that boat and the boat will be ineligible for prizes from that Race Day.

To be eligible to compete in this event each competitor shall be a financial member of a club recognised by the competitor’s national authority.

The Low Points Scoring System of rules Appendix A2 and A9 shall apply.

8.2
Rule A9 will be modified as follows:


For a series that is held over a period of time longer than a regatta, a boat that came to the starting area but did not start, retired after finishing or was disqualified shall be scored points for the finishing place one more than the number of boats that came to the starting area. A boat that did not finish shall be scored points for the finishing place two more than the number of boats scored as finishing. A boat that did not come to the starting area shall be scored points for the finishing place one more than the number of boats entered in the series.

Three races will be required to be completed to constitute a series.
8.4
Each boats series score will be a total of her race scores, with her worst score(s) discarded as follows:


After 5 races
1 discard


After 10 races
2 discards


After 15 races
3 discards
